FROM THE HEADMASTER
Dear Parents,

I write at the end of a very busy half term. In recent weeks I have enjoyed various sports days, (Pre Prep, Prep and Seniors), Year 5 and 6 Concert, swimming galas, the Summer Fete and a fashion show. These events have been excellent and reflect the great diversity of talents and abilities that are contained within this school. The pupils excel.  I am, as always, grateful to those parents who contribute to the school through the Friends of Leehurst Swan or in other ways. Without them many of these events would not take place or would be diminished.   
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Inspection
I was delighted to receive the final copy of the Inspection Report on the school earlier in the term. The ISI inspectors who visited the school in March graded every aspect of the school as being at least good. There was nothing that was thought to be less than good and the Pre Prep was judged to be Outstanding. The school fulfilled all the required regulations in every part. The personal development of the pupils was judged to be excellent, the highest grade that can be given. I am very pleased that efforts of the pupils, staff, parents and governors were recognised and that the school received such a positive report.

Trips 

Pupils in the Senior School have enjoyed trips to both Spain and Germany in the past few weeks. Full accounts and photographs of these trips are shown on the school website and in this newsletter.  A large number of more local trips have taken place from the Prep Department. There has rarely been a day in the past half-term, when pupils have not been on some educational activities.

Sports results 

The Prep teams have achieved great success this year. Our Athletics team won the Salisbury School Championships for Medium Sized Schools and our girl swimmers were victorious in the Salisbury Schools Gala. The boys have enjoyed success, coming 4th in the swimming gala and having considerable success in both the IAPS Athletics Championships and the Salisbury School Championships. Senior pupils participated most effectively in the District Championships and in the IAPS South West Championships. Two pupils secured places in the National finals and Danielle Scott represented Wiltshire at the Gateshead Championships, achieving her personal best in the pole vault. Anna Lever came first in the U14 800 metres at the IAPS Senior Wessex Athletics Championships and who, as a result took part in the IAPS Nationals at Birmingham on Monday 4th July, Anna came 3rd in her race.
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At the end of this term we say goodbye to a number of pupils who are leaving the school to move on in their educational careers. We wish the Year 11 pupils, who will return only to collect their GCSE results and for Senior Prize Giving, well in their future and thank them for their contribution to Leehurst Swan. Many of the Year 6 pupils also leave at the end of this term, as they move to Grammar Schools. No fewer than 17 pupils have gained places at the Grammar Schools and are due to start in September.  Congratulations go to them. 
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Many pupils have worked very hard this term and the academic reports are very positive. Your child should bring home a copy of the report on the last day of term. I hope you will find that this reflects well the progress and effort that pupils have made.

We also say farewell to two members of staff. 

Dr Sally Butcher retires from the post of Head of ICT having taught at the school twice in her career. Her efforts have transformed ICT teaching and the academic results at GCSE. She has established a department which has a 100 per cent pass rate, with all the pupils completing their GCSE in ICT short course a year early. She was also the driving force behind the very successful fashion show hosted by the Year 10 pupils last week. We wish her well and hope that she will have time to follow her retirement interests. 

Mr Terry Herlihy also leaves the school having taught here in a temporary nature, twice. Having once covered for his wife in her absence for Year 5 teaching; he has been totally at home taking the Year 5 class again since February. We wish him well and trust that he will visit us from time to time in the future. 
GCSE Results

The Senior pupils are due to receive their GCSE results on Thursday 25th August.  Year 11 pupils awaiting results are welcome to collect them or telephone the school in person between 9.00 and 12.30 on Thursday 25th.  Year 10 pupils are also welcome to visit the school from 10.00 to 12.30 on the same day to collect their GCSE results.

We raised over £1800 at the FOLS Summer Fete!
As many parents are aware, Mr Steve Spicer steps down in September, having served as Chair of the FOLS committee for four years. He has organised a large number of most successful events and raised thousands of pounds for additional equipment for the school. I am very grateful to him for all his efforts and hope other parents will wish to join the committee and follow his example.

REMINDERS
Uniform Regulations

Our programme of trips continues; at the end of last term we tried a new venue, the Museum of London. The pupils had to write a case for supporting either a young Puritan or his Royalist girlfriend and the teachers had to decide the fate of both. We all really enjoyed ourselves and the Museum was impressed by the pupils’ behaviour and enthusiasm.

TRIP TO ANDALUCIA 2011

On the 20th of June, a group of forty one pupils, accompanied by four teachers, travelled to Andalucía, in the south of Spain for five days.

We had a very busy schedule: discovering the striking architecture of the beautiful city of Seville and its wonderful Cathedral and Alcázar, visiting the enchanting city of Granada with its breathtaking Alhambra as well as Mijas and Marbella. We travelled through countless mountains covered in olive trees and the pupils enjoyed the beautiful scenery. A group of Spanish students had the opportunity to meet and talk with their pen-pals at Guadalpin School in Marbella. In the evening, pupils competed in two quiz nights, learnt Flamenco dance and enjoyed a Spanish fiesta on the beach promenade including an amazing fireworks display. We also tasted Spanish tapas and Paella and relaxed by the swimming pool at the end of each day.
